Attendance during these tests is monitored closely by the
local authority, and the results are also used by secondary schools to help determine which sets children are placed in. Missing
any tests could result in the local authority issuing a fine for absence, especially if a holiday has been booked during this week.

A huge well done to Mrs Spence’s dance team, who attended the Great Big Dance Off last week. The children performed
brilliantly and were a credit to the school. Thank you to Mrs Spence and the ladies in the dance team for all of their hard work
with the dancers over this academic year.
